La philosophie de l'education est une etiquette appliquee a l'etude du but, du processus, de la 
nature et des ideaux de !'education. 11 peut etre considere cornrne une branche a la fois de la 
philosophie et de l'education. L'education peut etre definie comme l'enseignement et 
l'apprentissage de competences specifiques, et la transmission de connaissances, de jugement et 
de sagesse, et est quelque chose de plus large que l'institution societale de !'education dont nous 
parlons souvent. 

De nombreux pedagogues le considerent comme un domaine faible et flou, trop eloigne des 
applications pratiques du monde reel pour etre utile. Mais les philosophes remontant a Platon et 
aux Grecs de l'Antiquite ont beaucoup reflechi et mis l'accent sur ce domaine, et il ne fait aucun 
doute que leur travail a contribue a fa9onner la pratique de !'education au cours des millenaires. 
Platon est le premier penseur pedagogique important, et !'education est un element essentiel de
